Dear Kindergarten Parents,

The last two weeks have been a busy and exciting time for all of us in the Grasshopper room. It has been a “getting to know you” period for all of us.  We have been establishing a routine and the children have been busy exploring all the different centers.  The children are definitely beginning to feel comfortable with each other and the teachers. Mrs. Schumaier and I are really enjoying getting to know them. 

 To help us all get to know each other better we started off with an “Incredible Me” unit. We worked hard on our “Incredible Me” books, and then had fun sharing them with each other. We even made a class graph showing our favorite color. 

The children are doing a great job during morning circle time where we have been using many listening, speaking, reading, and counting skills. This is a very important part of the day which we usually start around 9:15 a.m.  Please try to make sure your child is not late, as he/she may tend to have a “left-out feeling” and it may affect his/her whole day. 

We have started a review of the alphabet and are now making an Alphabet Word Wall. The children are busy writing words for the wall everyday!  We have also started working on our “Handwriting Without Tears” writing program which is very sensory oriented.   The children have been learning all about the lines and curves which make up the letters of the alphabet. These learning opportunities have been very hands-on and the children are getting a real sense of how the letters are constructed.  

Next week we will begin working on our first phonemic awareness program, “Road to the Code.”  As the year progresses we will be using additional phonics programs based on the Orton-Gillingham philosophy. For math we will be using “Growing with Mathematics” an exciting and inviting program which provides a multitude of opportunities for discovery and exploration not just of number concepts, but of reading, and writing.     

A Few Housekeeping Notes:

- if your child swims please pack a pair of flip flops or slip-on shoes.

- for lunch - please pack spoons or forks– disposable or non disposable.

- please remember to dress your child for the weather – we go outside everyday

- please remember to check your child’s note folder every day and return it – if you have       any notes for us you can put them in the folder.
